D’var Torah: Parashat Ki Tisa

Summary

The Parsha begins with the commandment to take a census of the people. When Moses went up on Mount Sinai, he told the people he would return in 40 days. The people thought that he had been up for too long due to miscalculation of the days.The people, nervous about his absence, began creating the Golden Calf. A few Jews worshiped the calf overtly, some covertly, and most condoned those who did because basically they had good intentions. The tribe of Levi (the rabbinic students of that generation) did not worship it at all. During all this, Moses was up on the mountain receiving the tablets of the Ten Commandments. Moses came down with the stone tablets. When confronted with the Golden Calf, he threw them down, shattering them at the base of the mountain. He burnt the Golden Calf in fire and crushed it into dust which he mixed with water and made the people drink.

8:45-9:10 Judaism Oppression Program

(20 min)

Sticker program and discussion.

Give half the people stickers (they are the Jews) the other half are “non Jews”

Discussion questions:

· For the people with stickers, how did it feel to be forced to do things and not get any reward?

· How did watching other people have more privileges than you make you feel?

· For the people without stickers, did you feel guilty at all, or did you not care?

The people with stickers represented Jews and the non-sticker people represented non-Jews throughout history. Jews have been mistreated throughout all of history on many occasions:
MACKENZIE: Spanish Inquisition: Royal decrees issued in 1492 and 1501 ordering Jews and Muslims to convert or leave. Jews were pressured to convert. Those who did not were refused protection from attackers, or kicked out of the country.

SAGEE: Pogroms in Russia: a reference to large-scale, targeted, and repeated anti-Semitic rioting saw its first use in the 19th century. Jewish villages were destroyed, burned, and people were hurt and/or killed.

OLIVIA: Holocaust: The Holocaust was the systematic, bureaucratic, state-sponsored persecution and murder of approximately six million Jews by the Nazi regime and its collaborators. "Holocaust" is a word of Greek origin meaning "sacrifice by fire." The Nazis, who came to power in Germany in January 1933, believed that Germans were "racially superior" and that the Jews, deemed "inferior," were an alien threat to the so-called German racial community. 

MACKENZIE: There were many more examples of how we have been oppressed in history. 

OLIVIA: What is important that we remember is that every single one of these horrible situations began because of people making stereotypes, and while at first these comments may seem harmless, if said enough, people start to believe it. Remember to always think before you speak, and don’t make assumptions. Remember, not everyone of one stereotype is actually the same.

9:15-9:45 Double Standards Program

(30 min)

Have people split up into groups of four and create skits based off of the double standard or stereotype that they are assigned. Each group should make a scenario that is true to their particular stereotype and also create one that defies this stereotype. Have groups come back together and say their double standard followed by presenting their skit.

· If a girl hooks up a lot, she is considered a slut or a whore and gets chastised, but if a guy hooks up a lot he is called a stud and gets praised

· Guys are always the ones who mess relationships up, and girls are victims

· All guys care about is hooking up and sex and women want committed relationships

· Women stay home and take care of the children and men work to “bring the bacon”.
