6:20-6:35: Mixer

 Name, Grade/Age, High School
 What is your favorite cookie or dessert?
6:40-7:00: Firefighter Freeze Tag 
(will have to be outside or in a big room)
Just like regular freeze tag except the person who is “it” will be the firefighter and all of the people who are not “it” will be part of the fire. The arms/hands of the person who is “it” will symbolize water. For example when “it” tags someone the “fire” freezes. 
RULES:
1. person who's "it" will close their eyes and count to ten while everyone runs and hide; they can move around to avoid the "it". Once the "it" tags a person, that person will stay put as if "frozen"; they can't move unless touched by a person who isn't "frozen"
- the game ends when everyone is "frozen" and then a new game will begin
2.Determine who will be it. It could be done by a group rock, paper, scissors game until one person is left or any method you choose.
3. Figure out where the out-of-bounds are. You don't want everyone running around everywhere, that'll just get annoying and the game might never end.
4. Once everyone understands the rules and where the out-of-bounds are, go nuts and play!
7:05-7:40 Baking the cookies 
All the materials will be preset. Make sure to get chapter involvement in making the cookies.
Each person in the chapter gets some sort of ingredient to add to the process.
Flour: The flour makes the generally liquid like mixture turn into something with more substance. Flour is symbolic of the older members and alumni. With these people our chapter has  a history and we can go to them for help. The newer members look up to these members, while the older members share their wisdom and put the girls on the right path.
Butter: Butter is what sticks the cookies together just as Judaism keeps us all together. The presence of Judaism in our chapter is what we all share in common. Without it we wouldn’t be in this same room.
Sugar: Sugar makes the otherwise bland cookies into something sweet. Sugar represents the tradition that we have in our chapter. 
Eggs: Eggs come out of their shell and have to be mixed into the mixture. The eggs represent prospectives and newer members of the chapter. The prospectives come to events and soon show their true colors. After they become new members they quickly get mixed into our chapter.
Chocolate Chips: Every person gets a chocolate chip and puts it in the bowl telling the group what they bring to the chapter. After each girl puts in her chocolate chip we tell everyone that this is what our chapter looks like now, then we put the rest of the bag in and explain that this is what it will look later.
Salt: Salt makes the cookies a bit bitter and have a unique taste to it. This symbolizes the problems that our chapter faces that we have to overcome. 
Baking Soda: Baking soda makes the cookies rise. This symbolizes the board in every chapter. Without a dedicated chapter, Atz’ Chaim BBG would fall into shambles. With a strong chapter that works together they will help bring Atz’ Chaim BBG up to greatness.
Vanilla: Vanilla makes the cookies taste better. The vanilla represents the quirkiness of every individual in the chapter. Without each of our craziness, our chapter would be boring and predictable.
 Each person will put in a chocolate chip saying what they contribute to the chapter. Than we will put in the rest of the chocolate chips. 
After this we put half the dough in the oven and get ready for dinner.
7:45 -8:20 Dinner!
8:20-8:45 Havdallah 
8:50-9:15
Whipped Cream Relay Race
Split up into 2 groups.
Play this on a table inside or outside that is covered with newspapers because it will be messy. 
Split girls up in half.  Have one person from each group become blindfolded. They will each have a bowl of whipped cream in front of them with chocolate chips in in it. The blind folded girl will have to eat all of the chocolate chips. Once they have eaten all of their chocolate chips they will take off their blindfold and put it on the girl sitting next to them. This girl will now try to eat all of her chocolate chips. This is a relay race, so whatever group finished first wins!
9:20-9:30: Partner MBA program: Everyone gets a partner, a piece of paper, and a pencil.  Each person writes down things that you don’t like about yourself, then write down what qualities your partner has that you would like to have.  These can be physical or emotional.  Then you are going to share your lists with your partner. The girls wil realize everyone has things they don’t like about themselves and everyone feels insecure.  But everyone has things that make them special and that other people want.
