(Begin by distributing tea candles - one per girl)

In BBYO, everything is marked by candles.  When you’re inducted into the chapter, you light a candle.  When you do good and welfare, you traditionally pass around a candle.  The girl who inspired you above all others?  She’s your BBG flame.  At Havdallah, we symbolize the end of Shabbat by extinguishing the candle into wine.  At your life ceremony when you graduate, you blow out your candle for the last time to symbolize the end of your BBYO career.  And at almost every cutesy, meaningful sisterhood program you’ve ever attended, there’s a good chance there were tons of tea candles like the ones sitting in front of you.

We talk about sisterhood a lot, and it means something different to you than it does to anyone else.  Tonight, we will create one vision of chapter sisterhood and figure out what it means for Atz’ Chaim.  But that all starts with each of your individual perspectives.

I’m going to pass out some puffy paint.  You girls will have to share them.

I want you to start by writing your name on your candle.  You will use it later tonight.

There are ___ different colors of puffy paint.  Each one represents a different aspect of some of the more common definitions of sisterhood.  Use the different colors to decorate your candle based on your personal definition of sisterhood.  The more you identify with what a color represents, the more of that color you should have on your candle.  Keep in mind though that there is a lot less paint than there are girls here.  Be sparing with your puffy paint use!

(Place girls in pre assigned spots around circle, marked by post-its with their names.  In the center of the circle are several tea candles, all lit.)

These candles represent the chapter.  Every member.  Every friendship.  Every relationship, be it a causal relationship between sisters or a business relationships between board members.

Now I want you all to close your eyes.  I’m going to read a statement.  Please keep your eyes closed the entire time and raise your hand if a statement applies to you.

Raise your hand if you’ve ever spoken during good and welfare about something very very personal for you.

Raise your hand if one of your sisters has ever made you laugh.

Raise your hand if your closest friends are the ones you made in BBG.

Raise your hand if you’re proud to be an Atz’ Chaim ladybug.

Now things are going to get a little more serious.

(For these statements, I will blow out a candle every time more than half of the members raise their hands)

Raise your hand if you’ve ever felt excluded within the chapter.

Raise your hand if you’ve ever been drawn into drama by one of your sister ladybugs.

Raise your hand if you’ve ever talked about an Atz’ Chaim girl behind her back.

Raise your hand if you’ve ever politicked.

Raise your hand if you’ve ever talked back to one of your sisters.

Raise your hand if you’ve ever been offended by something someone in the chapter said or did to you.

Raise your hand if you’ve ever been on your phone during an event.

Now, open your eyes.

Raise your hand if you think our chapter has perfect sisterhood.

(when no one raises their hand, blow out all of the candles except for one)

We’ve mentioned it before.  Alephs don’t talk about fraternity.  Alephs don’t ever say something is bad fraternity.  They don’t have to because they know better than to ever even make it an issue.  For us, it’s an ideal.  For the order of the Aleph Zadik Aleph, it’s a standard.

So tonight, let’s become Alephs.  Or at the very least, let’s emulate them.

Tonight, sisterhood becomes the standard.

It all starts with respect.  Respecting your sister’s privacy, what makes her unique, the effort she puts into creating an event, her relationships with others, and her as a person.

Each of you is sitting on a post-it with your name on it.  Please pick up that post-it and flip it over.  Without showing anyone else, read the name on the other side.

I’m going to give you each a minute to think about one thing you yourself pledge to do to help create a standard for respect in the chapter.  I’m going to start, and then in order, you will say your pledge and something you respect about the girl whose name is written on your post-it.  You will then light her candle with yours.

(proceed with the lighting and adorableness)

What makes BBG different from any other group of friends is the fact that we’re sisters.  Our sisterhood defines us.  It has for years, and it will continue to do so long after  each of you has graduated high school.  That candle in the center?  The one I didn’t blow out earlier?  That’s the reminder of that, and it’s up to each and every one of you to keep that flame burning for as long as you possibly can.
